Picture Archival Communication System 

The new PACS is installed 
at PMHC and is beginning the tran-
sition in the Imaging Department 
from the standard film used in x-
rays to a digital computerized sys-
tem.

toward the paperless system of the electronic 
medical record. The PACS is web based and 
very secure. It adheres to all HIPAA regula-
tions in patient privacy and allows privileged 
access to our physicians.”   

“For the patients, the advancements 
are in moving their images around without inci-
dent. They will no longer check out the films to 
go to the physician. The local physicians can 
look up their patient’s images at any time. Re-
ferring physicians will also have access when 
they are seeing the patient, and we will allow 
them to look up those images as well. The pa-
tient can take a CD to the physician office, or 
the physician can gain access by the secure 
internet, which sends the messages encoded for 
patient privacy.”  

“As of April 10, our department will 
be completely filmless. We will still be taking 
the images. They will just be converted into a 
digital image, which is then viewed on com-
puter screens.”  
  “When the physicians view the images 
in their offices, it improves patient care by get-
ting the physician involved sooner. The special-
ist can do the same.  
 “Even though the system is very high 
tech, we want our patients to know that taking 
the image is still the same,”  said Jacqueline 
Crumly, radiology technologist, and PMHC 
PACS administrator. “All the procedures we do 
in x-ray, MRI, CT, ultrasound and more are 

done by our well trained profes-
sional staff. This PACS allows 
top of the line care and accessibil-
ity to your records.”
