The EMS theme was 
how our transition to 
E-Narsis from paper 
Narsis forms has 
evolved. During 2006, 
we went "paperless".  
All our patient/run 
encounter forms are 
now prepared using a 
State web-based re-

porting system. These e-narsis reports are done on the com-
puter, either in office or a lap-top in the field. Reports are 

sent electronically, available for viewing immediately after 
posting to the internet. Receiving hospitals can pull that 
particular run in their medical records, and have it available 
in its entirety. This also saves having to keep a paper docu-
ment (four copies per run) in the medical records files of 
each patient.  
Numerous benefits include: Ease of entering information, 
accurate reporting, due to the E-Narsis not letting us post 
till all the required information is filled out, availability for 
future reference, and ease of making addendums to that run 
if information is left out, no paper in medical records, and 
submission to the state in real time, instead of sending pa-
per copies every quarter or monthly.
